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1980’lerin hemen basinda ¢ok glc¢ sartlar altinda ve
Ulkemizin de cok zor bir doneminde olusturdugumuz Resim
Heykel Mlzeleri Dernedi'nin icinden ¢cikmis GUnumuz
Sanateilari sergisinin 40. Yilina erismesi sevindiricidir. Bu
sergiler sadece cagdas sanatin Turkiye'de gelismesine glicl
oraninda katkida bulunmakla kalmadi, kosullarin buglnkd
kadar zengin olmadigi bir donemde genclere kendilerini
gésterme firsatini da sagladi. Ote yandan ilk yillarda
kendisini kanitlamis sanatc¢ilar da dizenlenen sergilere
katiliyor, onlar da son yapitlarini bir arada géstermek ve
mevcut sanat ortaminin niteligi, edilimleri hakkinda izleyiciye
ve ilgili cevrelere bilgi veriyordu.

Zamanla sergilerin yapilis tarzi degisti. Bu degisimi glncel
sanat dinyasindaki gelismeler hazirliyordu. Ginimuz
Sanatcilari sergileri daima alanin 6nde gelen, éne ¢cikan
kisileriyle bir arada oldu. Kendisi karar vermekten cok onlari
tanistirmak, tartistirmak ve beliren distnceleri uygulamak
egilimi icinde bulundu. Ulkemizde pek yaygin olmadigini
sandigimiz bu tutumun da gelismelere katki sagladigi
kanisindayim.

Ayrica 1980’lerin basinda ¢ok sinirli sayida ve sadece
klasik sanata ve arkeolojiye tahsis edilmis muzelere karsilik
bugln acilmis cok sayidaki mizeyi de gene dernedimizin
yaratabildigi duyarlilik icinde degerlendiriyorum. Resim
Heykel Mizeleri Dernegi'ni kurdugumuzda elimizdeki muzeleri
korumak ve glclendirmek amacindaydik. Oysa bugin acilmis
cok sayida mize koruma ve giclendirmenin é6nemini devre
disi birakmasa da cok daha ileri bir noktada bulundugumuzu
gostermektedir. Bu cok sevindirici bir gelismedir.

GuUnumuUz Sanateilari sergileri bugin cagdas sanat tarihinin
onemli unsurlarindan biri. Aradan gecen bunca yilda binlerce
insan bu sergilerde yer aldi. Ozellikle 8grenciligi déneminde
katilan, yapitini sergileyen bircok kisi sonradan tlkenin
onde gelen sanatcilari arasina girdi. Bugin bu tarihi cesitli
yonlerden ele alan calismalarin yapiimasini dilerim.

Bunu ayrica bir ihtiyac olarak gériyorum. Ozellikle secicilik
konusundaki dénidsim 2000’lerden sonra ortaya c¢ikan
kurumlasma bakimindan bircok ilginc noktayi barindiriyor
icinde. Uluslararasi klratérlerin mevcudiyeti, getirdikleri
katkilar, Glkemizin cok genc¢ kusak kuratérleriyle girdikleri
diyaloglar énemli katkilar olarak degerlendirilmelidir.
Sergilerin icerikleri, egilimler ve daha bircok olgu ayrintisiyla
co6zimlenmelidir.

2003 sonrasinda bu sergilerin yasamasi icin ¢aba harcayan
Akbank’a ve 6zellikle Akbank Sanat’a, calisanlarina ¢cok

sey borcluyuz. Onlarin destegdi bu blyUtk birikimin ortaya
cikmasinda ¢ok degerli ve dnemli bir rol oynadi. Bu yapinin
daha cok uzun yillar devam etmesini dilerim.

Bunca uzun zamanda bize destek veren tim sanatcilara,
yapitlarini sergilerimizde géstermek icin caba gosteren
sanatcilarimiza, 6grencilere ve tim emedi gecenlere ylrekten
tesekkir ederim. GUnuimUz Sanatcilari sergilerine daha nice
yillar dilerim.

It is very pleasing that the Contemporary Artists’ Prize
Exhibition, which emerged from the Association of Painting
and Sculpture Museums that we established in the early
1980s, at a very difficult time for our country, has reached
its 40th anniversary. These exhibitions not only contributed
to the development of contemporary art in Turkey, but
also provided young people with the opportunity to show
themselves in a period when the conditions were not as
rich as they are today. On the other hand, in the first years
artists, who had already proven themselves, also participated
in the exhibitions, showcasing their latest works together and
they provided information to the audience and related circles
about the nature and tendencies of the current art scene.

Over time, the style of the exhibitions changed. This change
was brought forth by the developments in the contemporary
art world. Contemporary Artists’ Exhibitions have always
been together with prominent and outstanding figures of the
field. Rather than making decisions, it tended to introduce
these artists, put them into discussions and implement the
ideas that emerged from them. | believe that this attitude,
which is not very common in our country, also contributed to
many developments.

Moreover, in contrast to the very limited number of
museums dedicated to classical art and archeology in
the early 1980s, | look upon the large number of museums
opened today with the sensitivity that our association has
created. When we established the Association of Painting
and Sculpture Museums, we aimed to protect and strengthen
the museums we already had. However, the numerous
museums opened today, although they do not exclude the
importance of protection and strengthening, prove that we
are at a much more advanced point right now. This is a most
welcome development.

Today, Contemporary Artists’ Exhibitions are one of the
important elements of contemporary art history. Over
all these years, thousands of people took part in these
exhibitions. Many of those, who have especially participated
and exhibited their works, during their student years, later
became among the leading artists of the country. | wish
studies about various aspects of this past will be carried on.

Moreover, | see this as a necessity. In particular, the
transformation in selectivity contains many interesting
points in terms of institutionalization that emerged after
the 2000s. The presence of international curators, their
contributions, and dialogues with the very young generation

curators of our country should be considered as crucial
contributions. The contents of the exhibitions, trends and
many other features should be analyzed in detail.

We owe a lot to Akbank and especially to Akbank Sanat
and its employees, for all their efforts to keep these
exhibitions alive after 2003. Their support has played a very
valuable and important role in the emergence of this great
accumulation. | hope this structure will live on for many more
years to come.

Yazar ve astrolog Rob Breszny’'nin bu s6z4, her yil dizenlenen
ve Turkiye'nin doért bir yanindan genc sanatci ve yeni mezun
olacaklari desteklemek icin yapilan 6dil sergisi baglaminda
dokunakli bir anlam kazaniyor. Bresnzy'nin de onerdigi gibi,
énemli olan nefes alana yer acmak, yeni fikirlerin, sanatsal
yaklasimlarin ve pratiklerin sahneye cikacagi, kamuoyunda
gorindr hale gelecegi ve gelisebilecegdi alani olusturmak...
Bu niyeti barindiran Akbank 40. Ginimiz Sanatcilar Odalli
Sergisi'nin, klresel pandemi, mali calkanti ve artan sosyal
kayginin hikim strdigt son yillari da disltnlnce, 6nceden
kararlastirilmis  tematik bir cerceveye uyum saglamak
zorunlulugu olmadan eserlerin génderimine acik daveti daha
da anlamli, yerinde ve degerli. Akbank Sanat Mudurl Derya
Bigali ve Gorsel Sanatlar Yoneticisi Aysegll Coskundan
olusan ekibin destedi ve vizyonuyla, kurumun kapilarini acip
40 yas alti (Tarkiyeli veya Turkiye'de yerlesik) tim sanatcilar
hali hazirda ugrastiklari, kendilerini kaptirdiklari ve hayatlarina
renk katmakta olan yeni bir eser sunmak icin davet ettigimiz
yolculuga basladik.

GundmuUz Sanateilari Sergisi, 1980 yilinda Resim ve Heykel
Muzeleri Dernegdi tarafindan baslatilmis, 2004 yilindan beri
ise Akbank Sanat’in dernek ile glclerini birlestirmesiyle her
yil yenilenen acik cadri ve sergiler, kiratérler ve sanatcilardan
olusan bir secim kurulu énderliginde stGrmekte. Sergi kirk yil
boyunca, Turkiye'nin doért bir yanindan, codu uluslararasi
alanda taninan ve Turkiye'nin cagdas sanat sahnesinde
blylk saygi goéren cok sayida sanatci ve pratigi bir araya
getirdi. 2012-2020 vyillari arasinda U¢ sanatciya 6dul veren
GUnimUz Sanateilari Sergisi, 2021 yilindan itibaren bu
politikasini degistirerek katilan tUm sanatecilara 6dul verme
yaklasimini benimsedi. Serginin 40. yili minasebetiyle yine
ayni anlayisla sergide yer alan 22 sanatciya plaketleri ve
sanatsal calismalarinin devamliligina destek olmak Uzere
para odulleri takdim edildi. Ayrica, tarihinde ilk kez, acik
cagri gorsel sanatlar, sahne sanatlari, beseri bilimler ve fen
bilimlerinin tdm alanlarini kapsayacak sekilde yapildi.

40. yihn kavramsal cercevesine, acik cagriyla gerceklesen
serginin potansiyelini genisletmek ve kesfetmek amaciyla
hukuktan 6dinc alinan bir terim (carte blanche) ilham oldu.
Carte blanche (acik cek), bir tarafca énceden imzalanan ve
diger tarafa kosullari daha sonra doldurma izniyle verilen bos
bir belgeyi ifade eder. Terimin kullanimi 17. yizyil Fransa'sina
kadar uzanir ve en yaygin olarak krallarin kendi adlarina
gorevleri tamamlamalari icin kraliyet askerlerine teslim ettigi
yasal belgelerde ve askeri emirlerde goérilar. Gotik romanlarda
kisinin kaynaklarini tiketme 6zglrliguni teslim etmek icin
kullanilan tabir, ginimiizde esas olarak bir eylemi tam yetki ve
takdir etme 6zgtrluguyle gerceklestirme iznini ifade eder. Bu
tabirden esinle, GUnimuz Sanatcilar’nin 40. yili kapsaminda
yer alan sergi ve diger etkinlikler kapsaminda da sanatcilara
halka acik bir platformda calismalarini sergileyerek kendilerini
ifade edebilecekleri bir mekan, bir 6zgurlik ortami sunabilmek
amacland.

Her ne kadar serginin basligi Carte Blanche olsa ve
sanatcilar icin 6nceden belirlenmis tematik bir cerceve
olmasa da, Derya Bigali, Resim ve Heykel Muzeleri Dernegi
Direktért Gonul Nuhoglu, SAHA Direktéru Celenk Bafra, ve
GUnumUz sanateilari sergisinde yer almis olan uluslararasi
sanatcimiz ipek Duben'den olusan jirimiz dederlendirmelerini
acikea belirtilmis bir perspektif ve sanatsal 6zen Gzerine yapti.
Juri ekibi basvurulari incelemek icin bir araya geldiginde,
bir yandan mecra ve malzeme kullaniminin cesitliligi,
sanatcilarin ézgecmisleri ve fikirlerini sanata dénUstirme
bicimlerini incelerken, bir yandan da eserlerin arkasinda gicli
bir durus, sanatsal bir aciliyet hissi ve titizlik aradi. Benim
icin bunun hemen ardindan kisa listeye alinan tim eserlerle
ve sergide yer alacak tUm sanatcilarla daha yakindan
ilgilenmemi gerektiren ilgin¢g bir sire¢c basladi. Her esere
halka acgik gosterim icin ihtiyac duydugu ve sergideki diger
eserler ve sanatcilarla Uretken bir iletisim icinde olacag alani
saglamak gerekiyordu. Buradaki kiratéryel glclik, yalnizca
kisa listeye kalan eserlerin birbirinden farkli iceriginden degil,
ayni zamanda serginin hem Akbank Sanat'in galerisinde
hem de, bir ilk olarak, Metaverse'de yer alacak olmasindan
kaynaklaniyordu.

Hem galeride hem de Metaverse'de sergileri kurarken,
izleyicilere eserleri bir birliktelik, kavramsal yogunluk ve
sanatsal yaklasimlar akisi icinde sunmak istedim. Bu da
bir yandan ortak &zellikler, mecra /malzeme kullanimi ve
sanatsal yaklasimlara sahip eserlerden olusan bir Venn
semasi olusturma ve bu semay fiziksel ve dijital bir alana

Carte Blanche As A Curatorial Method

“The grandeur of life is the attempt, not the solution. It is
about behaving as beautifully as one can under completely
impossible circumstances; making room for what breathes in
the presence of the attempt - in the coming to-be.”

Rob Breszny

This quote from author and astrologist Rob Breszny takes
a poignant twist in the context of a prize exhibition that
is held annually, and invested in supporting young artists
and soon-to-be graduates from across Turkey. As Bresnzy
suggests, it is about making room for what breathes, and
giving space to new ideas, new artistic approaches and
practices to take stage, to become visible in the public eye,
and to flourish.. With all these intentions carried onto the
40th undertaking of Akbank Sanat Contemporary Artists’
Prize Exhibition (ASCAPE) and in the light of the recent
years trodden by a global pandemic, a financial turmoil
and elevated social anxiety, an open invitation to submit
works without a prior alignment to a thematic framework
poised to be more meaningful, timely and precious. With the
support and the vision of the team at Akbank Sanat, namely
its director Derya Bigali and visual arts director Aysegul
Coskun, we started a journey into opening the floodgates
of the institution and inviting all artists (Turkish or resident
in Turkey) under the age of 40 to submit a recent work, a
body of art that they have been grappling with, engrossing
themselves in and enlivening their livelihoods.

Contemporary Artists’ Exhibition was initiated by the
Association of Painting and Sculpture Museums (APSM) in
1980, and from 2004 onwards Akbank Sanat joined forces
with the Association to realise the annual open call and
exhibitions with an annually appointed selection committee
composed of curators and an artist alumni. Across four
decades, the exhibition brought together a multitude of
artists and practices from across Turkey, most of whom
are recognised internationally and highly regarded in the
contemporary art scene of Turkey. Through its iterations,
ASCAPE awarded three artists among the participants
between 2012 and 2020, however this policy was replaced
with awarding all participating artists from 2021 onwards.
On the occasion of the 40th year, this policy was honoured
and all 22 artists in the exhibitions were awarded with award
plates and a financial allowance to support the continuation
of their artistic practice. Furthermore, for the first time in its
history, the open call welcomed applicants from all fields of
visual arts, performing arts, humanities and the sciences.

The conceptual framework of the 40th edition, was
inspired by a term borrowed from law (carte blanche) with
the intention to expand and explore the potential of an
open call informed exhibition. A carte blanche was a blank

document signed in advance by one party and given to the
other with permission to fill in conditions later. The usage of
the term dates back to France in the 17th century, and most
commonly observed in the legal documents and military
commands that the kings handed over to their royal soldiers
to complete tasks in their name. In gothic novels the phrase
is used for handing over the freedom to consume one’s
resources, while today, it mainly refers to the permission
to carry out an action with full licence and freedom. On
the occasion of the 40th anniversary of Contemporaries
exhibition and events, handing over the freedom to artists
with the goal of providing freedom and space of expression
and representing their work in a public platform

Even though the exhibition was titled Carte Blance and
invited artists to submit works without considering a pre-
defined thematic filter, it still carried an informed approach
and curatorial rigour which was communicated to all the
other jury members, namely Derya Bigali, director of APSM
Gondl Nuhoglu, director of SAHA Celenk Bafra and alumni
artist ipek Duben. Hence when the jury met to evaluate
the submissions, a strong sense of agency, an artistic
urgency and rigour were sought after, while attending the
variety of use of media, backgrounds of artists and the
way they have transformed their ideas into forms of art.
The immediate aftermath brought a curious process for
me, which necessitated a further engagement with all the
works shortlisted and all the artists that would be taking
part in the exhibition. It was important to provide each
work the space they require for its public outing and be in a
productive tension with other works and artists in the show.
The curatorial challenge was not only due to the wide-varied
content of the shortlisted works, but also by the fact that the
exhibition was to take place at the gallery space of Akbank
Sanat and at the same time at the Metaverse Platform.

While building the exhibitions | wanted to provide the
audiences individual experience of works in a togetherness
and a flow of conceptual density and artistic approaches. It
was a study of building a venn diagram that is composed
of works with common threads, uses of medium and artistic
inquiry and translating the diagram into a physical and
digital space, while providing a multitude of access points
to the audiences. | started forming conceptual groupings
in the choreography with the urge to pronounce meta-
urgencies. Meanwhile, inspired by the new term “phygital”
coined by the former FT columnist Lucy Kellaway | wanted
to construct both shows in the light of the hybrid nature
of our contemporary experiences that blends physical
experiences, being away from keyboard (AFK) to being
online. Thus, | produced two exhibitions, that complemented
one another in order to showcase all the artists and artworks
in the 40th edition of ASCAPE, that showcased works
only on the respective platforms and shared works across
both platforms. Furthermore, to enhance the fact that the

Eserleri
kavramsal baglari tzerinden gruplandirirken, sergileri, eski
Financial Times kése yazari Lucy Kellaway tarafindan ortaya
atilan “fjital” (fiziksel +dijital) teriminden esinlenerek, giindelik
deneyimlerimizin, fiziksel ve cevrimici olma hallerimizin bir
bilesimi olarak, kurgulamak istedim. Béylece ortaya GUnimuz
Sanateilart Sergisi'nin 40. yili kapsamindaki tim sanatel
ve yapitlari sergileyebilmek icin birbirini tamamlayan, iki
sergi kurgulamis oldum. Ayrica, Metaverse sergisinin fiziksel
serginin birebir esi olmadigini vurgulamak icin, sanat eserlerini
farkli bir siralamaya sokarak sergilerin koreografilerini
degistirdim. Ustelik fiziksel galeri alaninda renk ayrimina
giderek bu farkliligr daha da belirginlestirmek istedim. Benzer
bir kiratéryel yaklasimla, Metaverse galeri alaninin sag ve sol
kanadinda farkl sanatsal yaklasimlara yogunlastim.

Sergide yer alan 22 sanatel, farkh alanlardan basvuru
alma arzumuza ragmen gorsel sanatlardan geliyor, ozellikle
resim ve performans alanlarinda basvuran ise cok az kisi var.
Basvurularin ¢odu, cogunlukla sanatcilarin ev ortamlarinda
cekilmis videolardan olusuyor ve bunlara cesitli cizimler
ve mermer ve bronzun aksine daha kolay ulasilabilen
malzemelerden yapilmis heykeller eslik ediyor. Mecra ve
malzeme kullanimi, sanatgilarin icinde yasadiklari sosyal ve
finansal kosullarin yani sira onlari cevreleyen firsatlarin da
birer gostergesi olarak én plana ¢ikiyor.

Sonucta ortaya cikan, catisi altinda birden fazla ses ve
durus barindiran ve Tirkiye'nin dort bir yanindan sanatcilari
bir araya getiren bir sergi oldu. Her ne kadar sanatcilar farkl
mecra/malzeme ve sanatsal yaklasimlarla calisiyor olsalar
da, doga ve yetistirme, organik ve yapay olan arasindaki ikilik
gibi kavramsal ortakliklar sergiliyorlar, Gzerine egiliyor. Belki
de son yillarin etkisiyle yalnizlik, kaygi ve faillik duygusuna
ozel bir vurgu oldugu sdylenebilir. Daha saymadigim bircok
ortakhgdin yani sira sergi oldukca genis bir mecra kullanimi
barindiriyor; ¢izim, resim, heykel, video, animasyon ve yapay
zeka kullanimi ile Uretilmis eserlerden olusuyor.

Alara Basar dijital Uretim araclariyla calisiyor. Evim Evim
Guizel Evim, 2022 baslikli calismasi, vicudun eriyip iskeletinin
gin yUzine ¢itkmasi gibi, G¢ boyutlu bir mistakil evi somut
halden sivi hale doéndstdriyor. Ahmet Berkin Glnsay,
resimlerinin yani sira, Grettidi heykellerinde, otoriter rejimlerin
tanimladigi psikolojik manzaralar ve bunlarin birey Gzerindeki
etkileriyle ilgileniyor. Tecrit, 2022 adl c¢alismasiyla, bir
ucurumun kenarindaki bireyi resmederek, ézgtrlige atlamak

ve birakip gitmek veya tutunmak, yalnizlik ve soyutlanmislik
arasindaki esigi tasvir ediyor. Ali Kanal ise objektifini
terkedilmis ve kendini dénUsturen alanlara ceviriyor. Araf
Agaci, 2022 adli serisinde, bir fabrika arazisinde terk edilmis,
ama yasama devam eden agaclari konu aliyor. Kanal icin hala
nefes alan ve terk edilmis olmalarina ragmen hayatta
kalmanin bir caresini bulmus olan bu agaclar, doganin her
zaman insan UrinU yapilardan daha uzun yasamanin bir
yolunu buldugunu goésteriyor. Begim Celik, yapay zeka
algoritmalari ile kurulan gercekligin icinde rastgele bir
sonucun cikmasinin imkanliligini yine bir sans oyunu yolu ile
arastiriyor. istatistiksel matematikte teorize edilen rastgelelik,
bir kavram olarak ayni baslangi¢ kosullarinin ardindan farkl
olaylarin gézlemlenebilecedini varsayar. Sansina Yazar, 2022
adl ¢alismasinda Celik biri kirmizi, digerleri siyah beyaz olan

Metaverse exhibition is not the direct translation of the
physical exhibition or vice versa, | produced a different line
up of the artworks and differentiated the choreography of
the respective exhibitions. The physical gallery space was
further divided into two zones, informed by the colours white
and black with the intention to allow refuge from works on
the ground floor and intimacy with works on the first floor.
A similar curatorial divide also took place in the Metaverse
exhibition where the right wing and the left wind of the
gallery space is charged with varied densities and artistic
approaches.

22 artists in the show come from various backgrounds in
visual arts amidst our aspiration to receive applications from
further fields, and a very few applications that applied with
paintings, and performance. The majority of the submissions
were videos, mostly made in home environments of the
artists, joined by a variety of drawings and sculptures which
were made of non-precious materials in contrast to marbles
and bronzes. The use of medium and materials are signifiers
of the social, and financial conditions that the artists live in
as well as the opportunities they are surrounded by.

The result is an exhibition that culminates with multiple
voices and positions under its umbrella, showcasing a wide-
array of artistic positions from across Turkey. It may be due
to the zeitgeist or the selectors’ bias, or both, but there are
common conceptual threads that are shared by the artists
and the artworks. Even though artists are working with
various media and artistic inquiry, the works explore the
dichotomy between nature and nurture, and organic and
artificial, employing language as a basis and a grounding
method. Perhaps due to the impact of the recent years, a
specific emphasis on solitude, anxiety and sense of agency is
observed. The exhibition as a whole brings together drawings,
paintings, sculptures, videos, animations and interactive
installations.

Alara Basar works with digital means of production. Her
work titled Home Sweet Home, 2022 is a 3D modelling of a
generic architecture for detached housing, in which the body
melts away leaving its skeleton, namely the beams that hold
it up, exposed. It is unavoidable not to read into a house that
liquifies to its destruction, in the aftermath of a sequence of
global lockdowns following the Covid-19 outbreak. Ahmet
Berkin Ginsay, started his career in painting and for more
than half a decade focussed on sculpting his ideas into form.
Gunsay is interested in the psychological landscapes defined
by authoritarian regimes and their impact on the individual.
With his work titled Isolation, 2022 portrays the individual on
the tip of a cliff, depicting the threshold between jumping off
to freedom, to release or holding onto solitude and isolation.
Whereas Ali Kanal, takes his lens onto the sites of isolation
and rehabilitation. In his series titled Limbo Tree, 2022 he
portrays the ageing trees on the sites of a factory, that are
left broken, deserted, half-alive, neither in a forest nor in ruin.

For Kanal, the trees depicted still breathe and find means to
survive amidst their states of abandonment, where nature
finds a way to outlive the man-made. Begim Celik, is
interested in the possibility of introducing serendipity to the
ways in which artificial intelligence algorithms work, in other
ways she explores the potential of randomization as a tool to
upskill current artificial intelligence structures. Theorised in
statistical mathematics, the notion of randomness exists as
a concept. But the definition of random models assumes
that different events can be observed following identical
initial circumstances. In her work Chance, the Writer, 2022
she employs a set of 41 dice - one of which is in red, others in
black&white - a camera, an algorithm that coordinates the
database, an artificial intelligence programme and a printer.
Outsourcing daily news from six different news channels in
Turkey, she recomposes the content of the news in the light
of the content of the titles, when the dice are activated by
an audience member. An intricate method in devising
identical initial circumstances and exploring the possibility of
observing different outcomes. Betul Sertkaya, employs
words, images that are personal and collective. Participating
in both exhibitions with two works, a five-channel video
installation and a video, Sertkaya draws our attention to
commonalities, either in the form of concepts that recall a
scene or an event in our personal trajectories or in the form
of bombardment of clippings taken from recent destructive
events taking place across the world with the voice over that
relays in-fashion healing techniques. Her employment of
reductionism and sensory overload, contrasting in nature,
becomes expansive approaches in the context of her works.
That is, Memories are made of these, 2022 relays the key
protagonists of a family album through its representations in
language, while Meditation Inc., 2022 engages in a continuous
overlayering of images of war, destruction, starvation,
conflict with inner refuge and peace-finding exercise. Bugra
Erol is engaged with the meditative and laborious means of
artistic production. Starting from free-associative drawing
sessions, he builds his pool of imagery and inserts them into
a new relationship with a different surface and material.
Engaged in the concepts of farflung, and sensations of being
cut-off, his drawings, transported into paintings, expose the
individual in a curious set of relationships, surrounded by an
iconography of literary fiction. Cemil Olgun Can'’s sculpture
entitled Perching Alone, 2022 depicts a dwelling that is
constructed by found materials and resonates with the
methodology of the artist, collaging the sculpture through
found objects. These forms of residential buildings, named
gecekondu, refer to informal housing built overnight.
Furthermore, Can'’s fragile sculpture, amplifies the solitude
and the distanciation that built-in environments introduce as
they delineate a border between man and nature, bringing
forward humankind’s alienation from its surroundings. In the
search for a form that is unified and commonly shared, Dilara
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videoya dénustirtyor. Elif Ozen, odagini gindelik nesnelere
ve onlarin titiz tasvirlerine yonlendiriyor.

Calis, bir
yasam formunun baska yasam formlarina dénUstigu ve
surekli bir yenilenme icinde oldugu serilerinde mitemadi bir
déntsim dénglsine vurgu yapiyor. Ote yandan alfabetik
dederi klavye Uzerinde yeniden kuran Ferhat Tunc¢'un ilgisi
anlam ve anlam sapmalari tGzerinde yodunlasiyor. Gelip fikir
ve duslncelerini yazmalari istenen izleyiciler, akillarindan
gecenleri okumasi imkansiz ve yazdiklarindan farkh, bir
harfler dizisine déniismuUs halde buluyor. Ne yazmak istersin?,
2022 dilden yola cikip, dilin en kiiclk unsuru olan kelimeleri
bozarak izleyenlerin kendini ifade edebilecedi, anlatiimamis
hikayeler, gercekler ve sirlarin paylasilabilecedi bir ifade alani
yaratan interaktif bir yerlestirme. Gizem Candan’in Cok agirdi,
hareket edemedim, 2022 baslikh iki kanalli video calismasi,
sanatciy bircok hanenin alismis oldugu ev bitkileriyle yakin
biriliski icinde gosteriyor. Candan, mizahi bir tavirla, Monstera
deliciosa gibi yabani bitkilere ve diger ‘evcil’ bitkilere,
bedeninin bir uzantisi gibi davraniyor, onlari suluyor, ceplerine
koyuyor, dikkat ve ézenle saglikli olmalarini sagliyor. irem
Sezer, Kulaktan Kulaga, 2022 adli videosunda siyahlar icinde
bir sandalyeye oturmus 6kstrme yolu ile kendine kendinden
haber veriyor. Video Ucra bir kdyde karantinanin ortasinda
hayatta olup olmadigini anlamaya calisirken bir kuyuya
Okslrerek yasadidini hissettigi kisisel bir deneyimine
dayaniyor.

Ani Kapani Serisi,
2020 adli serisinde Kaplan kendisini ararken hemen yani
basindakinmanzaralari en ince ayrintilarina kadar cizerek,
kendisini bir cukur ile ézdestiriyor. Zulkif Esin ise uygarhdin
kadim ve futdrist olusumlarina bakiyor. Calismalarini dijital
bir ortam Uzerine insa ederek antik felsefe, bilgisayar oyunlari
ve gorsel kultirden sembolizm ve ikonografi kullaniyor.

Sergiler bir bakima, hem cagimizin bir
yansimasi, hem de yakin gelecekte bizi zorlamaya devam
edecek meseleler ve fikirler Uzerine bir disinme egzersizi
olarak gérulebilir.

Sergilere ek olarak, ortak konulari ve sanatsal yaklasimlari
biraz daha acmak ve daha derinden kesfetmek icin

Baskodyll collates a database of women'’s faces from a wide
variety of sources including magazine scans, with the aid of
a machine learning algorithm, she transforms the database
into a video. Morphing Flesh, 2021 manifests as an intriguing
flow of changing surfaces, where a human form appears and
blends into the landscape of sepia tones. Elif Ozen directs
her focus onto everyday objects and their meticulous
depiction. Her focus into detail and her crafts(wo)manship on
bringing objects and scenes to a surface of interaction takes
a scenic turn in Sleep, 2020 where we see a figure wrapped
up under a bed cover, in a room framed on golden rule (2:3
scale). Focus on meticulous details is evocative of Emre
Calig’s painting titled Habitat, 2021 which portrays a grave of
a child in a transformed state of disorderliness by the
growing grass and flora. Calis pronounces the continuous
cycle of transformation, in his series, where a life form leads
to other life forms and in a continuous renewal. Ferhat Tunc.
on the other hand, is interested in the meaning and its
detournement, through reinstating the alphabetical value on
a keyboard. Audiences are invited to type away their ideas
and thoughts, only to find out that they are transformed into
an illegible sequence of letters that do not read what they
have written down. What would you like to write?, 2022 is an
interactive installation that starts from language and
through the destruction of its smallest form, words, it creates
a space of expression for audiences and a plausibility of
engagement for untold narratives, truths and secrets to
unfold. Gizem Candan'’s two channel video work titled It was
too heavy, | could not move, 2022 depicts the artist in a close
association with the house plants that many households
have grown accustomed to. In a noble yet humorous manner
Candan treats the wild plants such as Monstera deliciosa
and other ‘domesticated’ plants as an extension of her body,
and her being, watering them, placing them in her pockets,
ensuring their state of wellbeing through attention and care.
Irem Sezer, builds a self-reflexive dialogue with herself in her
video piece Chinese Whispers, 2022 where she passes on
coughs to herself seated on a chair wearing all black. Built on
her personal experiences where she coughed to a well, while
she was attempting to cognise her state of aliveness in the
midst of a lockdown at a remote village. Cough has been one
of the key protagonists of the last couple of years, loaded
with fear and anxiety, received with suspicion and aversion,
became a method for Sezer to perceive her presence, her
sense of self. Lalin Mercan works with a variety of media
from drawings to installations and video. In her series
Familiar Earth, 2022 she collages a group of drawings that
she produced following free-associative technique, led by
the tip of her pen and charged with her thoughts and feelings
that surrounded her at the time, there and then. Nazif Can
Akcall, focusses on the self from a different angle, where the
self that is healthy and fit is the ultimate goal. In close
association with the current waves of well-being, he

pronounces the intricate duality of pursuing a healthy life,
especially when it tipps of a kilter and starts to become an
obsession that continuously scans the food and liquid intake,
that grows guilt from almost anything that might not seem
healthy to consume. In his video Orthorexia Nervosa, 2021 he
subjects himself to this obsessive state of being and relays
the narrative in a pseudo-documentary style illustrating
daily habits of a person conditioned by orthorexia nervosa
aided by a voice over with a scientific tone. The quest into
self becomes a rather exposing set of actions that blurs the
boundaries of self-care and self-harm. Oguz Gékoz's six
channel video installation entitled Where are we?, 2022
produced as 3D animation, collates a group of six different
scenes where representations of the self, nature and the
dwellings are depicted. Gokdz pronounces the distanciation
of humankind from nature through built-in environment - a
motif that has been recurrent in the works of Ginsay and
Can, and expresses the isolated state of the self, in the light
of the lockdowns and ongoing regeneration of urban
environments. Ozlem Cibir, in a similar terrain and with a
different aesthetic language depicts the longitude and the
solitude of the individual, through a video work that shows a
handmade swing in a shedlike environment, swinging without
someone on it. Gékodz's undetailed portraits of an individual,
finds another reference in Cibir's video By My Side, 2022
where the presence of someone is depicted via its traces
and in its absence. Ozlem Kése's video piece, on the other
hand, takes the quest of being alive and presence to another
site of exploration. Scrape, 2018 is a close up of the artist’s
hands scratching a black surface and revealing the white
underneath. The act of scratching a surface triggers
immediate psychic and neural responses in the eye of the
beholder. Kése's piece, produced pre-pandemic, gains a
further meaning in the context of the lockdowns and the
anxiety that is covering the psyche of societies. Ridvan Asar,
taps into the collective consciousness and addresses the
notions of power with a proposal for a cure for authority in
the form of prescriptions with a medical diagnosis. Simeyra
Cetin's Neurotic Purification, 2021, pictures herself biting her
nails and toe nails with an intense focus and attention.
Cetin’s interest in the methods of relief and restitution takes
a twist with the way she engages with the action itself,
creating a dual condition similar to Akcall’'s approach, she
oscillates between the release and capture of obsession.
Yasemin Kaplan employs drawing as her method for her
recent body of works. In her series titled | don’t want to
forget, 2020 she is in the search for herself, and depicts the
landscape - in meticulous detail, that is immediate to her as
the site for excavation, for finding herself through her place.
Employing the symbol of a black hole or a well, she positions
herself in her compositions, where the hole or the well
changes scale and intensity. Zulkif Esin, on the other hand
dwells with the ancient and futuristic formations of
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sanatcilarla yapilmis bir soéylesi programi gerceklestirildi.

Art as a practice of disturbance; New Realities: Metaverse
and Al; Nature and Humankind; The tip of the line; and Open
Call exhibitions and their impact. Due to the withdrawal of
a prize from one of the shortlisted artists who participated
with a copy of an artwork, two additional talks have been
programmed that discuss artistic practice and originality in
contemporary culture and plagiarism, authenticity and the
canon with experts from the field. | hereby thank artist and
academic Ferhat Ozglr and scholar Isabel Elson for their
valuable contributions and to Génil Nuhoglu, ipek Duben
and Celenk Bafra who contributed to the Carte Blanche Talks
Programme. The series can be accessed on Akbank Sanat’s
youtube channel and on the dedicated page of its website.

Home has different connotations for each person. The concept of home is mostly situated within a framework of value, it is valued, and even if
it is not, it still has a special place. Still, the concept of home is meaningful for everyone, on the contrary, it may increasingly lose its value for
some. Yet sometimes even as it loses its value, it cannot completely disappear.

In this video work called Home Sweet Home, the slow melting of the house is a commentary on the personal value of the concept of home.
This slowness also aims to show how this loss of meaning extends over time. The house skeletons that are left after everything else is melted,
stand for the value that home retains, even after all the time spent on making it disappear. The reflection of the melting layer seen in the video
represents a confrontation with this assessed worthlessness, and the colors chosen represent neutrality. Although from a personal point of
view, the video shows both the loss of home’s special place and an awareness of the situation.

Agaclarin liminal mekén ile kurdugu iliski yeni bir araf karakteri ortaya cikarirken,
insana ait izlerin ve kalintilarin arasinda, bélgedeki yasamin devamhliini saglayan bitkilerin cevresiyle gerceklestirdigi uyum; habitatin da
degismesine neden oluyor. Agaclarin 81t bedenleriyle bir insan bedeni arasindaki tuhaf benzerlik mekanin hafizasina dair 8nemli ipuclari sunuyor.
1953 senesinden itibaren aktif Gretim faaliyetlerini sirdiren izmir Simerbank Fabrikasi, 2001 yili itibari ile kaderine terk edilmis, katmanlasarak
blayUyen hafizasina, kendi habitatinda yasamayi sardiren agaclar ve bitkiler eslik etmeye baslamistir. Déneminde Turkiye Cumhuriyeti’'nin sosyal
devlet politikalari neticesinde kurulan ve yerli Gretimin 6nemli bir adimi olan Simerbank fabrikalarinin degisen politikalar neticesinde kapanisi
ve kaderine terk edilisi, sadece Ulkenin gelecedini etkilememis, bunun yani sira bu bélgelerdeki yasami da dogrudan etkiledigi goérilmustdr.
Terk edilmis Stimerbank fabrikasina ait alanda yasamaya devam etmeye calisan her canli tirt kaderini habitatin degiskenlerine degil, devlet
politikalarina goére gelistirdigi gértlmektedir.

In this project, | am trying to observe the relationship between life and death through the trees left to their fate by putting the old abandoned
and demolished izmir Simerbank Factory in focus. While the relationship of trees with the liminal space reveals a new character of purgatory;
the harmony the plants, which ensure the continuity of life in the area, have created with their surroundings, among the traces and left overs
of human beings, also changes the habitat. The strange similarity between the dead bodies of trees and a human body offers important clues
to the memory of space. The izmir Stimerbank Factory, which had been continuing its active production since 1953, was abandoned to its
fate as of 2001, and the trees and plants that continue to live in its own habitat began to accompany its layered memory. The closure and
abandonment of Simerbank factories - which were an important step in domestic production, established as part of the social state policies
of the Republic of Turkey at the time - as a result of changing policies, did not only affect the future of the country, but also directly affected
the life in these areas. It is seen that every species that tries to continue to live in the area belonging to the abandoned Simerbank Factory
changes its destiny according to the state policies, not the variables of the habitat...

Varos olarak tabir edilen bolgelerle birlikle
gecekondu alanlari kent icerisindeki sosyal yasamin en yodun oldugu bélgelerin kentsel dénlisim veya baska basliklar altinda yikilarak ¢cok
daha yeni ve iyi oldugu iddia edilen yeni bir yasam tarzi bizlere sunulmaktadir. Gecmisten gelen degerlerimize uzak ve sosyal iliskilerimize
zararl olan bu yeni 6nermeye elestirel bir cerceveden bakmaktayim. Ginimuz dinyasinda insanin, benim gézimden kent icerisindeki olan yeri
sorgulanirken, geleneksel ve dogal yasami yikip yerine olduk¢a sosyal bir kent yasami vaat eden bu yeni mega yapilarin, sehirlerin icerisinde
insan ne kadar yalniz kalmistir? sorusuna cevap aramaktayim.

In its simplest sense “home” as the place where we live, is a place that forms the boundaries between inside and outside, meets the needs
of shelter, refuge and protection, and a place that cannot be thought of only physically. Being, at the same time, a physical structure, the
attribute of home has continued to be transformed through the ages with the cities. Today, however, before us appears a concept of home,
which goes beyond just being a place of shelter and which has a different structure where subjectivity is lost for all classes.

While questioning,
from my point of view, the place of people in the city in today’s world, | try to answer the question “How lonely must people be in these new
mega-structures, cities, which demolish traditional and natural life and promise a very social city life?”

“Yazi yazma eylemi” daha énce algisal olarak sahip oldugumuz bazi isitsel ya da bicimsel anlamlari cagristiran, harflerin bir yizeyde bir araya
gelmesiile olusantiimcdl bir yapidir. “Ne Yazmak Istersin?” yerlestirmesinde yer alan klavyede anlam ve harf arasindaki iliski tekrar diizenlenmistir.
Eserle etkilesimde bulunan kisilerin yazdiklarindan olusan metinler her tusa basma eyleminde yazilan ile ekrana yansiyan arasinda celisik bir
durum yaratir. Ornedin “A” harfine basan biri ekranda “Z” harfini gérir. Bu eylemde, dolayli bir temsil olusumu saglayan yazinin harfler ile iliskisi
bozulmustur. TUm harfler anlamli bir battne karsilik gelmeyecek sekilde yeniden dizenlenmistir. Her harfin yan yana gelerek sagladigi kelimeler
artik temsilsiz ve duzensizdir. Yazi yazma eyleminde yapisalci bicimin ve distncenin bagintisal iliskisi zimni bir durum yaratirken distnceyi de
sekteye ugratir. Bu haliyle her tirli gostergenin anlami ortadan kalkmis ve her harf plastik bir 6geye dontismustar.

The series, named after Melih Cevdet Anday’s book The Familiar World, rather than conveying a specific meaning, aims to transform the viewer's
relationship with meaning. Without drafts, automatic drawings are formed by following various possibilities in the stream of consciousness
without being tied to any specific thought. In this way, they investigate the possibilities of the self-existent. The traces of illusions, dreams
and journeys that slow down time become evident with the planting and reincarnation of reality. The story that is told in the series does not
include a customary, single protagonist. People are not at the center, but on the contrary they are only a limb of Nature-God, a part of what is
constantly changing.

By juxtaposing and combining
many fields, heterotopias destabilize the ground of knowledge and at the same time generate new ways of knowing. They multiply to give birth
to other ideas, other subjects, and other mental coordinates.

It is aimed to bring together the words and images called by two different disciplines (medical anthropology and mythology) with an irregular
disorder, and through the destruction of the existing language to have the newly formed establish a new space for itself.
